Dedicated indoor and outdoor space for dynamic demonstrations by exhibitors, 

partners, and armed, security, and rescue forces. This includes ground and flight demos, 

tactical training, and a live firing range.

LIVE FIRING RANGE 

NEW! For the first time in the Czech Republic, a mobile container live firing range will 

be available during Future Forces 2026 for live testing of firearms, ammunition, 

ballistics, optics, or sensors. 

▪ The range will feature two firing positions with a length of 10 meters. 

▪ The caliber limit is 12.7 mm.
